The International Baccalaureate Organization (IBO) awards students the IB Diploma upon successful completion of the six subjects studied and their
culminating assessments and successful completion of the IB core (including Theory of Knowledge, Creativity Action Service, and Extended Essay).

EDUCATIONAL OPTIONS

The Dublin Board of Education recognizes the need to provide alternate means by which students achieve goals of the district through various
educational options. Such options may include, but not be limited to, credit flexibility, distance learning, independent study, educational travel,
mentorship programs, summer school, and early college entrance.

Auditing Elective Classes

To audit a class a student needs to seek permission from her/his parent and the teacher of the class and submit it to the high school principal. The
principal will make the final decision for placement.  The student must complete all assignments and take course exams and quizzes but will
receive no grades and no credits. A student may elect to audit one course per year. An "X" on the student's transcript and grade card would denote
that the class was audited. Students may petition to audit a class prior to the fifth day of the class.

Early Graduation

The Dublin City Schools has a policy for students wishing to graduate early from high school. Students considering early graduation
should discuss this option with their school counselor and must petition to graduate early prior to the 5h day of class for the early
graduation year.

Grade Replacement

Students are permitted to retake any class they choose to replace credit; however, students cannot earn credit twice for the same course unless
otherwise noted in the course description. Both grades that the student earns in replaced courses would remain on the transcript. The lower grade
will not be calculated in the student’s GPA. Credit will be removed from the lower grade.

The student must complete the grade replacement form available in the Guidance office.
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OHIO GRADUATION TEST

This test, given in Grade 10 in the areas of writing, reading,
mathematics, science, and social studies, will be aligned to
the academic content standards in each area. Graduation
from an accredited high school in Ohio will depend on
successful completion of all parts of the OGT.

OHIO HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETIC
ASSOCIATION ELIGIBILITY

GRADES 9-12: To be eligible, a student must be currently
enrolled in school and must have received passing grades
in a minimum of five, one-credit courses or the
equivalent and maintain a 2.0 grade point average in the
immediately preceding grading period.

For eligibility purposes, summer school grades may not
be used to substitute for failing grades received the final
grading period of the regular school year or for lack of
enough subjects taken the preceding grading period.

Knowing and following all OHSAA standards will enable
students to protect their athletic eligibility. It is also
important for students to know that they must meet all the
standards in order to be eligible. For additional information
refer to www.ohsaa.org.

Do not change a course schedule or drop a course without
first consulting with a school counselor or athletic
administrator to determine whether it will affect eligibility.

Eligibility for each grading period is determined by grades
received the preceding grading period. Semester and
yearly grades have no effect on eligibility. To be
eligible as a ninth grader, a student must be currently
enrolled in school and must have received passing
grades in 75% of subjects in the immediately preceding
grading period.

SEMESTERS OF ELIGIBILITY

When a student enrolls in Grade 9 the first time, he/she has
eight (8) semesters of athletic eligibility taken in order of
attendance whether he/she participates or does not
participate.

The International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma Programme is an internationally recognized
course of study, which enables students to take a series of classes that emphasize
internationalism, research skills, critical thinking, global awareness, the application of
knowledge, and interdisciplinary learning. The IB Diploma Programme underscores the
importance of developing awell-rounded student.

Students in the IB Diploma Programme take IB coursesin six main subject groupsincluding:

Group 1: Language A1 Group 2: Second Language Group 3: Individuals and
(English) Societies (Social Studies)
Group 4: Experimental Group 5: Mathematics and Group 6: The Arts or Electives
Sciences Computer Science

Note: Students can choose to take a specific IB course of interest within the main subject groups.

IB Diploma students also compl ete |earning components, which are unique to the IB Diploma
Programme. These components include: a Theory of Knowledge course, a research essay on a
topic of interest (the extended essay), and a component called Creativity, Action, and Service
(CAS).

The Diploma Programme is offered during the last two years of high school (11" and 12"
grades) and serves as a bridge to prepare students as they leave high school and enter higher
education. There are scheduling recommendations for 9" and 10" grade students, who are
interested in participating in the IB Diploma Programme or IB courses.

Frequently Asked Questions

What are the benefits of participating in the 1B Diploma Programme?

The prmary purpose of the IB Programme is to provide students with an internationally recognized and well
rounded education that will prepare them for college and beyond. Through participation in the 1B Diploma
Programme, students learn to become thoughtiakas, who are able to articulate their thoughts, and manage
their time and responsibilities well. The IB Diploma Programme is also aegglécted programme by colleges
and universities around the world.

What are higher level and standard level IB cotses?

There are two levels of IB coursBsigher level (HL) and standard level (SL). To earn an IB Diploma, student
are required to take at least three courses (not more than four courses) at the higher level and the remainde
the courses at the si@dard level.

The highedlevel courses have a required number of class hours, which corresponds to two school years in
length. Higheilevel courses have a prescribed curriculum, which includes learning information ategpthn
level. The standard leVcourses are required to be at least one school year in length, but many extend acros
two years. While students in standard level courses learn information adleptimlevel, the prescribed
curriculum tends to cover less material than the highet wrses.

Can a student take 1B courses without participating in the Diploma Programme?

While the full Diploma Programme is the foundation of the International Baccalaureate Programme, the
International Baccalaureate Organization allows studentsadrdk/idual IB courses without participating in

the full Diploma Programme. Individual IB courses are known as certificate courses because students are ¢
earn a certificate in these courses.

Do students receive an IB score awarded by the Internanal Baccalaureate Organiation for their IB
courses?

Students have prescribed IB assessments for each IB course and earn a score from the International
Baccalaureate Organization based on their performance on these required IB assessments. Stadsriseear
from 1D7 in each IB course.

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Unique Components of the IB Diploma Programme

Theory of Knowledge D501 BYear 1/502 DY ear 2

In contrast to other courses, which strive to teach students knowledge, this course focuses on the student as a knower, and asks him or
her to step outside his or her perspective to consider knowledge issues. Students will analyze the different ways they can know things,
such as through senses, language, reason and emotion. Empowered with an understanding of their point of view, students will learn to
integrate different disciplines, comparing how scientists, linguists, ethicists and mathematicians approach knowledge. Through a
variety of exercises, including Socratic discussion, journal entries, essays and oral presentations, students will demonstrate their
critical thinking skills by examining the relationships of particular types of knowledge to other parts. Students will break out of their
Gomfort zones,Oand will learn to think about the QensOthrough which they view intellectual problems, helping them have aricher
understanding of the unity and diversity of knowledge.

Creativity, Action, and Service (CAS) B545- Year 1/546 DYear 2

CAS takes seriously the importance of life outside the world of scholarship, providing a counterbalance to the academic self-
absorption some students may feel within ademanding school curriculum. Participation in CAS encourages students to share their
energies and special talents while developing awareness, concern and the ability to work cooperatively with others. The IBO® goal of
educating the whole person and fostering more caring and socially responsible attitudes comes alive in an immediate way when
students reach beyond themselves and their books. A good CAS project should extend students, and it should help to cultivate a spirit
of open-mindedness, lifelong learning, discovery and self-reliance. It should also develop new skills on many levels, and inspire a
sense of responsibility toward all members of the community. To get credit for each year, students must complete 75 hours. To get
credit for each semester, students must demonstrate that they are making sufficient progress toward the |B Diploma Programme
requirement of 150 total hours over the course of two years.

IB ENGLISH A1 HL B505-Year 1/506-Year 2

Prerequisite: Honors English | and Il or English I and 1.
Graded: Weighted

Time Frame: 2 years

Grade Level: 11 and 12

English HL is a college preparatory course in literature and writing. The course examines literary works with a focus on international perspectives

to create an appreciation of literature as an art form as well as a deep understanding to develop critical and creative thinking skills. Students will
demonstrate their literary study and learning through oral and written assessments set by the IB Programme.

Over a period of 2
years students will achieve communicative competence in French in a variety of everyday situations. Vocabulary and functions will focus on topics
of high — interest and relevance that make connections with other disciplines and with the world today.

IB PSYCHOLOGY SL 527-Year 1

Prerequisite: Modern World History, AP U.S. History or U.S. History (Must have passed OGT Test)
Graded: Weighted

Time Frame: 1 Year

Grade Level: 11 or 12

Credit: 1

IB Psychology will help students gain an understanding of international topics in the field of psychology. This will instill them with a basis of
comparison when exploring different theories, practices, and research methods in psychology throughout the world. Students will be able to
compare Western and non- Western applications of psychological theories being studied.

IB History of the Americas HL 529-Year 1/530-Year 2

Prerequisite: Modern World History, AP U.S. History or U.S. History (Must have passed OGT Test)
Graded: Weighted

Time Frame: 2 years

Grade Level: 11 and 12

Credit: 2

The History of the Americas is a two-year higher level IB course. Year one of History of the Americas will focus on nation building in the Americas,
the emergence of the Americas in global affairs, and the Mexican Revolution. Year two will focus on World War Il, the Cold War and the Arab-
Israeli crisis.

Throughout both years, students will develop research skills that will help them refine their understanding of the methodology and practice of the
discipline of history.

IB Biology HL - 517-Year 1/518-Year 2
Prerequisites: none

Graded: Weighted

Time Frame: 2 years

Grade Level: 11 and 12

Credits: 2

In 1B Biology, students will learn to be the scientist in exploring the interrelationships among core concepts using a variety of methods. These
methods include a heavy emphasis on student investigation and inquiry, research, analysis, and application. Students will communicate their
ability to apply, critique and revise their findings in many ways: professional-level oral, visual, and written communications. Students will develop a
strong foundational understanding of the nature of science and describe how newly acquired knowledge leads to newand different questions.
Additionally, students will evaluate international perspectives of various environmental, social, and ethical issues in the area of biology.
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IB Chemistry SL - 519
Prerequisite: Biology
Graded: Weighted
Time Frame: One Year
(Double block period for one semester, single period for one semester)
Grade Level: 11 or 12
Credit: 1.5
Recommendation: Biology teacher recommendation

IB Chemistry SL will give students an introduction to chemical concepts, make them familiar with materials at an atomic level, as well as prepare
them for higher scientific study such as pre-medicine. Investigations of chemical phenomena will be set in a global context so that students
develop an understanding of the way in which chemistry affects people throughout the world. Students will learn and apply a body of knowledge
and methods and techniquest to develop experimental design and use investigative skills. In addition, students will learn the value of effective
communication and collaboration as well as how to use technology to convey scientific information. Topics include atomic structure, periodicity,
kinetics and organic chemistry. This IB course is available for students to earn an IB certificate or as part of the Diploma Programme.

IB ENVIRONMENTAL SYSTEMS AND SOCIETIES SL - 525
Prerequisite: 2 Science credits, one must be Biology
Graded: Weighted Time Frame: One Year
(Double block period for one semester, single period for one semester)
Grade Level: 11 or 12
Credit: 1.5

The Environmental Systems and Societies course is designed to give students a clear, culturally competent view of the Earth’s environment. This
view will enable students to live as responsible citizens in an international society, making informed choices on vital environmental issues that tie
all humans together. The course uses the results of empirical, quantitative and objective data to describe Earth’s interconnected systems and their
resulting synergies.

IB PHYSICS SL - 523
Prerequisite: Algebra Il & Geometry
Graded: Weighted
Time Frame: One Year
(Double block period for one semester, single period for one semester)
Grade Level: 11 or 12
Credit: 1.5

Standard Level International Baccalaureate Physics is a two-period one-year course designed to introduce students to the laws of physics, the
experimental skills required in physics, and the social and historical aspects of physics as an evolving body of knowledge.

Course topics include: measurement; mechanics; thermal physics; waves; electricity and magnetism; atomic and nuclear physics; energy and
power; and astrophysics. This course will develop students' experimental and investigative scientific skills. To meet this aim, twenty-five percent
of a student's classroom time is devoted to performing laboratory work that covers a range of topics and skills as well as an interdisciplinary Group
4 Project.
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IB GROUP 5- Mathematics

IB Mathematics HL - 509-Year 1/510-Year 2
Prerequisite: Honors Algebra ||

Graded: Weighted

Time Frame: 2 years

Grade Level: 11 and 12

Credit: 2 eredits

The Higher Level Mathematics course is designed to enhance and extend the analytical and technical abilities of students with strong
mathematical competency. Students enrolled in HL Mathematics will probably pursue mathematics in university settings as needed for careers in
physics, engineering, scientific research or mathematics in its own right. The purpose of the course is to develop an appreciation of mathematics
and the cultural influences within it, as well as to develop a working competency in doing challenging mathematics. Historical and cultural
influences in differences in notation, lives of mathematicians, contexts of discovery will be explored as students discover the universal nature of
mathematical communication.

IB Mathematics SL - 507-Year 1/508-Year 2

Prerequisite: Geometry or Honors Geometry, Honors Algebra Il, or storng performance in Algebra Il
Graded: Weighted

Time Frame: 2 years

Grade Level: 11 and 12

Credit: 2

This course is designed for students who realize a need for a sound, solid background in mathematics for future studies in fields such as social
sciences, chemistry, economics, and business administration. Mathematics SL is a two-year course that will introduce and develop important
concepts that will help students develop their reasoning skills as they apply this knowledge to real life problems with an international focus. Topics
studied include trigonometric, logarithmic, exponential functions, higher order polynomials, matrices, vectors, and the beginning of Statistics.

IB Mathematics Studies SL - 511-Year 1/512-Year 2
Prerequisite: Algebra Il

Graded: Weighted

Time Frame: 2 years

Grade Level: 11 and 12

Credit: 2

This two-year course is designed for students whose future studies do not necessarily include math, but desire to gain a confidence and an
appreciation for mathematical thinking while continuing their development of a strong mathematics background. Students taking this course need
to be knowledgeable in basic algebraic and geometric principles.

The course will encourage students to see mathematics through a discovery-based approach while allowing students to investigate, analyze, and
formulate mathematics principles with emphasis on global issues. Students will investigate mathematical concepts geometrically, numerically, and
analytically. Topics to be discussed in year one will include: algebra, set theory, logic, probability, geometry, trigonometry, functions and financial
mathematics.

IB VISUAL ARTS SL AB531-Year 1/532-Year 2 and IB VISUAL ARTS SL B B535-Year 1/536-year 2
Prerequisite: None (previous art classes helpful)

Graded: Weighted

The International Baccalaureate Visual Arts courses (Standard Level A and Standard Level B) are each comprised of two parts: Studio Work and
Investigative Workbooks.Standard Level A focuses heavily on studio production, while B is for the student whose interest in art is mainly critical,
cultural and historical. Both require an Investigative Workbook where the student engages in personal inquiry. The workbook is a record of the
students’ aesthetic and intellectual processes and forms approximately half of their overall grade. This IB course is available for students to earn
an IB Certificate or as part of the IB Diploma Programme. Both require studio art production. Students do not need prior art classes or skills to be
successful in this class.

IBVISUAL ARTSHL A DB533-Year 1/534-Year 2 and IB VISUAL ARTSHL B 537-Year 1/ 538-Year 2

Graded: Weighted

Time Frame: 2 years

Grades: 11 and 12

Credit: 2

Visual Arts A Higher Level Courses are recommended for students who have a strong interest in creating art or are considering pursuing studies
in visual art beyond high school. These courses are studio intensive. 60% of the final grade is based on Studio Work, which is assessed
externally in a required Final Exhibition, and 40% of the final grade is assessed internally based on pages taken from the Investigation Workbook.
This IB course is available for students to earn an IB certificate or as a part of the Diploma Programme. Visual Arts B places more emphasis on
research and critical skills.IB Theater SL- 551-Year 1/552-

IB Theatre SL /HL is a two-year program that focuses on four areas of theatrical studies: theatre in the making, theatre in performance, theatre in
the world and an independent project. Standard Level students do not need any prior experience in theatre and they are not required to
participate in theatre outside of the class. Higher Level students do not need any prior experience in theatre. They are encouraged to participate
in some capacity (acting or technical) in one school or outside production some time during their two years in IB Theatre.

Theory of Knowledge (TOK) - 501

Graded: Weighted

Time Frame: 2 Years

Grades Level: 11 and 12

Credit: .50 credit each year

Theory of Knowledge (TOK) is an interdisciplinary course at the heart of the IB hexagon. Class discussions will focus on the six Areas of
Knowledge (History, The Arts, Ethics, Mathematics, Natural Sciences, and Human Sciences) and the four Ways of Knowing (Language, Sense
Perception, Emotion, and Reason). By carefully examining knowledge issues and problems from each of these core areas, ToK prompts students
to question what they know and how they know it, and reflect upon the cultural preferences, factors, or biases that influence their perceptions.
ToK develops students’ awareness of their own thought processes and refines their critical thinking abilities.

This course is only open to International Baccalaureate Diploma candidates.
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Extended Essay

Prerequisite: None. (Open to IB Diploma candidates)
Time Frame: 2 Years

Grade Level: 11 and 12

IB Diploma candidates complete an extended research essay of 4000 words on a topic of interest with a faculty advisor.
This requirement is only open to International Baccalaureate Diploma candidates.

CAS (Creativity, Action, Service)

Prerequisite: None. (Open to IB Diploma candidates)
Graded: S/U

Time Frame: 2 Years

Grade Level: 11 and 12

Credit: .5 credit each year

CAS s the required service learning component of the diploma program. The student will meet with the 1B CAS coordinator early in the junior
year to create and develop an action plan for a 150 hour service project to be completed over two years. This is not a regularly scheduled class;
students will meet informally within the schedule.

This team-taught course provides an opportunity for the student to study
major historical events in relation to major literary periods.

The course investigates the properties of plane geometric
figures. Using inductive and deductive methods of reasoning, students
present proof of angle and line relationships.

Time Frame: Year

Recommendation: Teacher Recommendation

Honors Geometry is a unified course integrating the concepts of plane,
solid, and coordinate geometry. This advanced course develops
reasoning techniques and presents proof in a traditional manner. A
scientific calculator is required.

STATISTICS - 350

Prerequisite: Algebra 2

Elective Grade: 10-12
Graded: Conventionally Credit: .5
Time Frame: Semester

Recommendation: Teacher Recommendation

This semester course involves the elementary study of collecting,
interpreting and presenting data. The course will stress development of
fundamental skills in analyzing and testing data and making inferences.
While this course provides students with relevant prerequisite knowledge
to the AP statistics course, it neither a prerequisite nor a substitute for
the AP class. It will provide students a solid introduction to the practice
of statistics. A graphing calculator is required.

DISCRETE MATH - 355

Transition to College Mathematics is an intermediate algebra course.
The course is written with the goal of providing students with a solid
foundation in algebra skills and development of problem-solving ability.
The basic concepts of graphs and functions are introduced early. These
concepts, along with problem solving, data interpretation, and geometric
concepts, are emphasized and integrated throughout the course. A
graphing calculator is required. NOTE: Colleges and universities may
not accept this course as a substitute for Algebra Il.

Precalculus integrates algebra, geometry, and trigonometry. The
students will develop an understanding of the behavior of functions
through various methods. They will explore the idea of limits, graph
polynomial functions, study systems of equations, and the location of
zeroes. In addition, students will examine trigonometric functions and
their graphs, identity formulas, work with vectors and polar equations.
Work with exponential and logarithmic functions will also be included. All
concepts will be taught with an emphasis on the graphing calculator.

Honors Precalculus students should have a solid background in algebra,
geometry, and basic trigonometry. The students will develop an
understanding of behaviors of functions. They will explore the idea of
limits, graph polynomial functions, and study systems of equations and
the location of zeroes. Students will also examine trigonometric
functions and their graphs, identity formulas, work with vectors and polar
equations, and study exponential and logarithmic functions. All
concepts will be taught with an emphasis on the graphing calculator. A
graphing calculator is required.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS AB- 376

Prerequisite: Precalculus or Honors Precalculus

Elective Grade: 11-12
Graded: Weighted Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year

Recommendation: Teacher Recommendation

Advanced Placement Calculus AB is an extension of advanced
mathematical concepts studied in Precalculus. Topics include continuity
and limits, composite functions, and graphing. An overview of analysis
topics of derivatives and integration is presented with emphasis on
application. Students will be encouraged to take the Advanced
Placement test for college credit. A graphing calculator is required.
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS BC - 378

Prerequisite: AP Calculus AB or Honors Pre-Calculus with teacher

recommendation
Elective Grade: 12
Graded: Weighted Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year

Topics for Advanced Placement Calculus BC include functions, graphs,
and limits; derivatives; integrals, and polynomial approximations and
series. The study of limits will be the same level of conceptual
understanding as in Advanced Placement Calculus AB. Derivatives will
include the analysis of planar curves given in parametric, polar, and
vector form including velocity and acceleration vectors. There will be a
geometric interpretation of differential equations via slope fields and the
relationship between slope fields and derivatives of implicitly defined
functions.

Graded: Weighted Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year

Recommendation: Teacher Recommendation

The collection, processing, interpretation, and presentation of numerical
data all belong to the domain of statistics. This course will stress the
development of statistical thinking, the assessment of credibility and the
value of the inferences made from data, both by those who consume
them and those who produce them. Students need little or no
background in statistics and will be given the opportunity to take the AP
Statistics exam in May. The computer will be used to produce graphic
displays of data. A graphing calculator is required.

CALCULUS - 392

Calculus is an extension of advanced mathematical concepts studied in
Precalculus.

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PHYSICAL SCIENCE- 205

Core
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year

Physical Science is a one-year course in which students participate in
fields of chemistry and physics. Topics of interest include motion,
astronomy, thermodynamics, sound, light, energy transformations,
chemistry of the periodic table, and conservation principles. Physical
Science is an activity driven course with an inquiry approach that
provides both a meaningful and relevant explanation of the physical
world. Credit for the course may be counted toward the requirements for
college articulation. This course provides excellent preparation for the
student who expects to take biology, chemistry, and/or physics in high
school.

ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE - 213

Highly Recommended: Physical Science and Biology

Elective
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year

Environmental Science is a one-year course in which students study the
interactions among the physical, chemical and biological components of
the environment. Students will use the scientific process to investigate
the human impacts on the environment, sustainable living, using energy
and feeding the world.

HUMAN ANATOMY & PHYSIOLOGY B220

Highly Recommended: Biology Grade: 11-12
Elective: Science (Life Science)
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 1.00

Time Frame: Semester

This course will study the following subjects: histology (types of tissues),
skeletal and muscular systems, integumentary system, digestive system,
respiratory system, excretory system, circulatory system, immune
system, nervous system, endocrine system, and reproductive system.
Anatomy and physiology will be taught in an integrated way. Students
will be sharing information in a variety of ways in order to enhance
student participation.

Students will be prepared for further study in chemistry
at the college or AP level, and informed of the important ideas in
chemical science related to participation in a technological society.
Physical Science and Algebra | are strongly recommended
prerequisites. Topics for the first semester include safety lab methods,
experimental design, measurement, properties of matter, properties and
change, mixtures, solutions, periodic table, electron structure,
nomenclature, ionic and covalent bonding, balancing equations, reaction
types, metals, and redox reactions.

Time Frame: 2 Years
Grades: 11 and 12

International Baccalaureate Biology HL is a two-year experimental science
program for the purpose of gaining an IB diploma or certificate. During the
course of the intensive two-year program, students will develop a broad
understanding of biology principles related to several core areas of biology
including Cells, Chemistry of Life, Genetics, Ecology and Evolution, and
Human Health and Physiology. Students will gain an understanding of
how these principles relate to international issues and other curricular
areas. The HL Biology program will allow students to investigate issues
that have a global impact such as global warming, energy usage,
deforestation, and the ethical implications of biotechnologies such as
cloning and genetic engineering. The HL Biology program will incorporate
a variety of instructional methods including lecture, cooperative learning,
research and laboratory exercises. There will be an emphasis on
investigation and experimental design in which students will have the
opportunity to formulate hypotheses, design and conduct controlled
experiments, draw conclusions and communicate their results. In addition
students will participate in a group 4-research project through collaboration
with IB Chemistry students. Upon completion of the higher-level IB
Biology course students will be prepared for the IB assessment. This IB
course is available for students to earn an IB certificate or as a part of the
Diploma Programme.

IB CHEMISTRY SL 519

Investigations of
chemical phenomena will be set in a global context so that students
develop an understanding of the way in which chemistry affects people
throughout the world. Students will learn and apply a body of knowledge
and methods and techniques to develop experimental design and use
investigative skills. In addition, students will learn the value of effective
communication and collaboration as well as how to use technology to
convey scientific information. Topics include, atomic structure, periodicity,
kinetics and organic chemistry. This IB course is available for students to
earn an |B certificate or as a part of the Diploma Programme.

IB PHYSICS SL - 523

Recommended:  Algebra Il
Time Frame: 1 Year (double-blocked period for 1 semester)
Credits: 1.5

Grades: 110r12 Graded: Weighted

Standard Level International Baccalaureate Physics is a two-period a day,
one-year course designed to introduce students to the laws of physics, the
experimental skills required in physics, and the social and historical
aspects of physics as an evolving body of knowledge. Course topics
include: measurement; mechanics; thermal physics; waves; electricity and
magnetism; atomic and nuclear physics; energy and power; quantum,
nuclear, and particle physics; and modern communications and digital
technology. This course will develop students' experimental and
investigative scientific skills. To meet this aim, twenty-five percent of a
student's classroom time is devoted to performing practical (laboratory)
work that covers a range of topics and skills as well as an interdisciplinary
Group 4 Project. This IB course is available for students to earn an IB
certificate or as part of the IB Diploma Programme.

The workload and
expectations are similar to an introductory college course. The
course focuses on the development of people and societies from
ancient times (8000 B.C.) to present day. Themes emphasized
include the political, economic, and social organization of the society.
The purchase of supplemental materials is necessary to successfully
complete the course. Students are encouraged to take the Advanced
Placement exam in the spring.

SOCIOLOGY - 137

Prerequisite: None

Elective Grade: 10-12
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 0.50
Time Frame: Semester

Sociology is the study of human social behavior, groups and
organizations, and society. The course promotes civic responsibility
and respect for individual rights through the analysis of demography,
culture, social structure, social constructions, social institutions, and
social stratification. Issues such as deviant behavior, the influence of
the electronic media, race and ethnic relations, and the extremes of
wealth and poverty in an interdependent globalized society are all
issues that will be examined.

Psychology is the study of mental processes and human behavior. The
course promotes good mental health through the study of the nervous
system, thinking, emotion, motivation, learning and memory, social
interaction, personality, and psychopathology. Practical applications
such as problem solving, decision-making, communication, and group
skills will be stressed.

IB PSYCHOLOGY SL - 527

Prerequisite: None
Graded: Weighted Grade: 11o0r12
Time Frame: 1 Year Credit: 1.0

IB Psychology will help students gain an understanding of international
topics in the field of psychology. This will instill them with a basis of
comparison when exploring different theories, practices, and research
methods in psychology throughout the world. This course also includes
research and experimental components.
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UNITED STATES HISTORY, 1877 to the Present- 160

Prerequisite: Modern World History

Required Grade: 10
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year

This course is a survey of United States history from 1877 to the
present. It emphasizes content addressed in Ohio® Academic
Content Standards and prepares students for the Ohio Graduation
Test (OGT) in Social Studies. The study of cultures, geography,
economics, government, and civics will be integrated into historical
topics. Students will also develop decision-making, problem-solving,
and critical-thinking skills. Students will also participate in a unit on
financial literacy where a few of the topics that will be covered are
banking, budgeting and taxes.

MODERN WORLD HISTORY - 162

Prerequisite: None

Required Grade: 9
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year

Modern World History is the study of people and cultures beginning
circa 1750. Emphasis is placed on the development of world events in
the 20th century. The course addresses content covered in Ohio®
Academic Content Standards and prepares students for the Ohio
Graduation Test (OGT) in Social Studies. The study of cultures,
geography, economics, government, and civics will be integrated into
historical topics. Students will also develop decision-making, problem-
solving, and critical-thinking skills.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT UNITED STATES HISTORY - 163

Prerequisite: One credit of Social Studies

Required Option Grade: 10-12
Graded: Weighted Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year

Recommendation: Teacher Recommendation

Advanced Placement United States History is designed to help
students develop analytic skills and acquire knowledge necessary to
deal critically with issues and events in United States history.
Beginning in the 1600s, the course focuses on the foundations of our
nation and of American democracy. AP U.S. History prepares
students for college work by making demands upon them equivalent
to those of full-year introductory college courses. Students will
develop skills necessary to arrive at conclusions on the basis of
informed judgments and to present reasons and evidence clearly and
persuasively in written form. Students with a deep interest in U.S.
History will enjoy the course. Strong reading and writing skills will be
emphasized. The purchase of supplemental materials is necessary to
successfully complete the course. Students are urged to take the
Advanced Placement test in the spring. This course will prepare
students for the Ohio Graduation Test in Social Studies. Students will
also participate in a unit on financial literacy where a few of the topics
that will be covered are banking, budgeting and taxes.

AMERICAN STUDIES, 1877 to the Present-166

Prerequisite: One credit each of Social Studies and English

Graded: Conventionally Grade: 10

Time Frame: Year Credit: 2.00

Recommendation: English and/or Social Studies Teacher(s)
Recommendation

American Studies explores the links between United States history and
literature. The focus will be on U.S. History and literature following
Reconstruction (1877). The course addresses content covered in Ohio®
Academic Content Standards and prepares students for the Ohio
Graduation Tests (OGT) in Reading, Witing, and Social Studies. Major
historical events, trends, issues, personalities, and literary selections will
be emphasized. Reading of historical fiction and narrative is required.
This two-period block allows for student presentations, combined
assessments, group and individual projects, and class discussions.
American Studies is team-taught and will fulfill both social studies and
language arts requirements for Grade 10.

AP AMERICAN STUDIES - 167

Prerequisite: One credit each of Social Studies and Language Arts
Graded: Weighted Grade: 10
Time Frame: Year - 2 Periods Blocked Scheduled

Credit: 2.00 1 AP US History and 1 Honors English I
Recommendation: English and/or Social Studies Teacher(s)

This team-taught course provides an opportunity for the student to study
major historical events in relation to major literary periods. The course
integrates Honors English Il and AP US History. As in all higher-level
courses, students are expected to read and write extensively both in and
out of class. Student reading will include both fictional and non-fictional
works as they relate to historical/literary content areas. AP American
Studies is designed to help students develop strong analytical skills,
acquire knowledge of critical issues in US history and prepares students
for college level work. The course addresses content covered in the
Ohio Academic Content Standards and prepares students for the OGT
in reading, writing, and social studies. An AP American Studies student
will receive one credit in Language Arts and one credit in US History.
Both grades will be weighted, because of the additional expectations of
this course. The class is block scheduled and team taught by one US
History and Language Arts teacher. The purchase of supplemental
materials is necessary to successfully complete the course. Students
are urged to take the AP US History test in the spring.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT EUROPEAN HISTORY- 168

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies
Elective Grade: 11-12
Graded: Weighted Credit: 1.00

Time Frame: Year
Recommendation: Teacher Recommendation

Advanced Placement European history is a college-level course for
which students may receive college credit upon successful completion
of the AP European History exam. The course curriculum involves
European history since 1450 and will introduce students to historical
events, concepts, personalities and social developments that shaped
Western civilization. Major themes include European exploration, the
Renaissance and Reformation, Industrial Revolution, Imperialism, and
the World Wars. The course will specifically emphasize analytical
thinking, development of essay writing skills and a special emphasis
on document study. The purchase of supplemental materials is
necessary to successfully complete the course. Students are
encouraged to take the Advanced Placement exam in the spring.
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UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT - 170

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies

Required Grade: 12
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 0.50
Time Frame: Semester

United States Government examines the principles and practices of the
federal government. Students explore the basic structure of the U.S.
government and focus on skills needed to become effective,
participatory citizens. There is an emphasis on practical application of
knowledge and skills through simulation and community interaction.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT U. S. GOVERNMENT & POLITICS - 171

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies

Required Grade: 12
Graded: Weighted Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year

Recommendation: Teacher Recommendation

Advanced Placement United States Government and Politics is
designed to help students develop analytic skills and acquire knowledge
necessary to deal critically with issues and events in United States
government and domestic politics. The course prepares students for
college work by making demands upon them equivalent to those of full-
year introductory college courses. Deep interest in the subject will be an
asset. Strong reading and writing skills will be emphasized. The
purchase of supplemental materials is necessary to successfully
complete the course. Students are encouraged to take the Advanced
Placement test in the spring.

CONTEMPORARY AMERICAN POLITICS - 172

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies

Required Option Grade: 12
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 0.50
Time Frame: Semester

In this course, students examine the dynamics of the American political
system and the impact of political events on the United States
government. The course focuses on current events, controversial
issues, and political debate.

AMERICAN FOREIGN POLICY - 173

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies

Required Option Grade: 12
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 0.50
Time Frame: Semester

American Foreign Policy explores questions related to who makes
foreign policy, how policy decisions have been made in the past, and
how past and present policies might affect the future. Intensive study of
special topics such as current events, the intelligence community, and
US policy overseas will be studied.

ECONOMICS - 174

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies

Required Option Grade: 12
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 0.50
Time Frame: Semester

In the first part of this course, students examine basic economic concepts in
the study of microeconomics. Later, the focus turns to macroeconomic
concepts and their implementation in policy at both the national and global
levels. Emphasis, however, will be placed on the US economy and economic
policy decisions.

INTERNATIONAL DIPLOMACY: A COMPUTER SIMULATION - 175

Prerequisite: Two credits of Social Studies
Required Option Grade: 12
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 0.50

Time Frame: Semester

This course involves students in an exercise that focuses on the
Arab/lsraeli conflict. This activity is offered in conjunction with the
University of Michigan's Computer Learning School. Additional international
issues that affect the rest of the world will also be addressed. Students will
participate in an exercise to gain knowledge of Middle East issues.
Students will also learn word processing, functions of various
telecommunications software, and use of the Internet. The activity requires
students to interact with other students around the world. As a result of this
interaction, students develop persuasive writing skills. This class lends
itself well to those students who prefer to take responsibility for their own
learning and are self-motivated.

Over a
period of two years, students will achieve communicative competence
in Spanish in a variety of everyday situations. Vocabulary

and functions will focus on topics of high-interest and relevance that
make connections with other disciplines and with the world

today. **This is an accelerated course that is designed for students
with little or no prior experience with Spanish. This IB course is
available for students to earn an IB Certificate or as part of the IB
Diploma Programme.

Time Frame: Year

Japanese | provides an introduction to the basic skills of
understanding, speaking, reading, and writing in Japanese.

The interrelationships between Japanese culture and language will be
explored. A strong foundation in English grammar is recommended.

JAPANESE Il - 101

Japanese Il requires the development of a basic vocabulary in Japanese
as well as mastery of the Hiragana and Katakana syllabaries. Students will
further develop speaking and comprehension skills and reading and writing
using Kanji and Kana. Japanese history and culture will be further
explored. A strong foundation in English grammar is recommended.

JAPANESE IIl - 102

Prerequisite: Japanese I

Elective Grade: 9-12
Graded: Conventionally Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year

Recommendation: Teacher Recommendation

Japanese Il requires fluency in Hiragana and Katakana usage. Students
will continue to develop comprehension, communication, listening, and
writing skills. Study of Kanji (Chinese characters) will be explored as well
as special projects in culture. A strong foundation in English grammar is

recommended.

HONORS JAPANESE IV - 103

Prerequisite: Japanese |ll or the equivalent

Elective Grade: 9-12
Graded: Weighted Credit: 1.00
Time Frame: Year

The course provides for a continuation of intermediate Japanese. All
writing forms are presented with an emphasis on increasing the student's
knowledge and mastery of Japanese Kanji characters. The course
introduces students to more complex forms of grammar. Translation of
conversation and literature is included with an overview of the Japanese
culture and society.

The Dublin Teacher Academy (DTA) is a one-year, senior only program offered
for college bound students to provide an opportunity to get a head start on the
path to a successful career in education. This course offers students an in-depth
study and involvement in career paths of the teaching professions. Students will
be in internships guided by experienced teachers in the areas of early-childhood,
middle-childhood, high school and special needs classrooms. In addition to
these internships, students will attend two seminar days a week at the DTA site
at Dublin Scioto High School. Transportaiton is required. Upon successful
completion of a professional educational portfolio, students will receive three
high school credits plus a possible six semester hours of credit.

YPA is a class where students are treated as professionals
and in return are expected to mature in their actions and

dress.

The Young Professionals’ Academy is an unique and challenging non-traditional
semester program allowing students to experience two careers first hand before
choosing a major and going on to college. Enrollment is limited to college bound
juniors and seniors and is based upon the student's GPA, attendance record,
and successful participation in a panel interview. In addition to career discovery,
students study successful leadership styles and technology skills. Leadership
seminar topics include: time and stress management, decision-making,
teamwork, business writing, resume development, interview skills, networking,
social media, portfolio development, and much more; all focusing on preparing
each student for today’s world of work. The YPA Professional Internship course
pairs a student with a mentor or mentors in a professional field allowing the
student to become immersed in the day-to-day operations of the career, gain
exposure to its related lifestyle, learn about the educational requirements, and
begin to network in that career field. Two sixty-hour internships are tailored to
each student's interests and abilities. Students are released from class Monday
through Thursday periods 6-8 to attend their internship sites and work with their
mentor(s). Interning in the professional work world typically enhances a
student's self-confidence, requires a high level of organization and commitment,
and hones time management and decision-making skills. Former YPA students
attest to the value of the YPA program to their college selection and acceptance,
and securing future employment.

Career & Technical Center

Tolles Career & Technical Center offers tuition-free career & technical programming to Dublin City School students who are interested
in pursuing their education at a two- or four-year university; students interested in pursuing a career immediately after high school; or a
combination of both. As Tolles is considered an extension of Dublin City Schools, students are expected to meet graduation
requirements in order to graduate from their respective Dublin high school. In addition to receiving their high school diploma, students
who successfully complete a Tolles program will receive a Certificate of Completion and Career Passport from the Center. Tolles offers
a full range of college preparatory academics and Spanish. Tolles provides Dublin students with several opportunities to receive
college credit through the PSEO (for qualifying students), dual credit and articulation agreements. Articulation agreements with several
central Ohio two- and four-year colleges reward students with college credit for successful completion of most programs. Many Tolles
students continue their education at the post-secondary level, receiving over $390,000.00 in college scholarships last year. Full-day
and half-day options are available to Dublin students. Students may choose to take their academics at a Dublin City High School or at
Tolles. Transportation is provided to and from the Center.

Entrance Requirements

Admission requirements to attend Tolles Career & Technical Center include a minimum of eight (8) high school credits (including six
core course requirements in English, Math, Science, and Social Studies). Students with three years of high school must have ten (10)
high school credits with eight core courses. It is strongly suggested that students complete their Health and Physical Education credits
prior to attending Tolles Career & Technical Center. Additional prerequisites may be required depending on the program.
